First MIGRATING COURSE ON EPILEPSY
Babe, Serbia May 27- June 3, 2007.
The new educational initiative – “Migrating Course on Epilepsy” will take place once a year in different European Countries. It will be a clinically - oriented Course, targeted to specialists at the second and third levels of epilepsy care and focused on comprehensive aspects of diagnosis and treatment of epilepsy. First Course will be organized in Serbia, in a nice neighbourhood of Belgrade, from May 27 till June 3, 2007, in collaboration with the Yugoslav Union of Leagues against Epilepsy.  

Target audience 

The Migrating Course on Epilepsy is addressed to applicants providing care for patients with epilepsy and who wish to refine their skills in epileptology. Specialists in neurology, psychiatry, neuropsychiatry, pediatric neurology, pediatrics, clinical neurophysiology and psychology are welcome to apply.

Program

The faculty will consist of leading European epileptologists, including members of the Commission of European Affairs.

The course is focused on comprehensive aspects of diagnosis and treatment of epilepsy. It will also include the basic sciences in clinical epileptology issues and comprehensive care and rehabilitation of patients with epilepsy.

Different  issues  of  adult and pediatric epileptology will be covered.

Didactic format will promote the combination of lectures and interactive case discussion. Case orientated learning  is emphasized. Didactic cases provided by tutors and case reports prepared by participants are planned to be discussed in small group of participants. 

Teaching methodology is elaborated in cooperation with EUREPA.

Migrating Course on Epilepsy will be given in English.

First Course will be organized in Serbia (May 27-June 3, 2007). 

Second Course is planned for 2008 in Lithuania.

2. Two Case reports from student’s clinical practice with patients with epilepsy

3. Curriculum vitae (CV) on 2 pages max. and list of publications 
4. Letter of intent

5. Material supporting your application 
Recommendations : -reference letter from the ILAE Chapter or the Head of the Department, statement of current activities etc. 

Case report presentation will be organized in the small-group sessions. Sessions will be coordinated and evaluated by tutors. 
Each evaluator will be asked to assess the quality of case reported.

Video case report is not mandatory but it is welcome and encouraged to submit.

  Certification: 

  Applicants who successfully realized the program, will receive CERTIFICATE.

  Migrating Epilepsy Course will be submitted for the Accreditation of EUREPA / EACCME and will be   

  integrated in the system of European Certification in Epileptology.

Case reports will be evaluated by the Organizing Committee members.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR CASE REPORT SUBMISSION 

	· Case report should be prepared as Power Point presentation, in English

· First slide: The title, type the applicant’s name, the institution, city and country

· The number of slides must be adapted to the lenght of presentation which is planned to be 25 minutes (including discussion)
· It is recommended to use the font size and number of lines, adapted to the easy reading from the audience. Standard abbreviations may be used.

· The presentation should be informative, containing: a) introduction b) case report 

             c) conclusion

             Drug Products should be identified by their non-proprietary names only

· Video-sequence(s) EEG fragments, neuroimaging scans etc, if available should  be included in a presentation

· Authors are responsible for the linguistic accuracy and ethical standards
· All presentations will be reviewed by the Organizing Committee 

· CD with case reports prepared as PPT presentation, or adapted in a PDF format must be sent by post-mail to the Local Organizer not later than January 15, 2007.
